Welcome back all to MIS for another great year
of education and fellowship and a special
welcome to all of our new folks as well. You will
be part of the family before you know it! We are
growing and that is a good thing but it also
means lots of people to help learn who and what
we are. | am looking forward to working with all
of you, new and returning, to make sure MIS is
the best school we can possibly be.

There will be a few changes this year that you
may notice.

First off, grades will be far more live than in the
past. The teachers will be uploading grades every
week this year for all teachers who use electronic
grade books rather than after reports go home.
The grades will not be live the week before any
report card or progress report to allow teachers
to finish off any grading period.

A second thing you might notice will be the new
technique our teachers will be utilizing in the
classroom. They are called Thinking Maps and
they consist of visual patterns on fundamental
thinking processes. Think of them as advanced
Venn Diagrams that will help our students improve
their critical thinking skills and assist long term
memory learning by tying knowledge to a visual
clue (picture or graph). These will be used across
all grade levels and in all classrooms at one point
or another. The teachers were trained in this
technigue over the summer and are very excited
to utilize these tools.

Another small change is the transition of Linda
Coffin from full time homeroom teacher to part
time Dean of Middle School. This position was
created to help with discipline and planning,
along with scheduling and curriculum for the
middle school. As this is a new position entirely,
Mrs. Coffin’s responsibilities are evolving as
we go.

| could also add a small note about the addition
of prayer buddies for the 7" and 6" grade with
the 1stand kinder grades to the existing 8" grade
2" grade buddies. The idea is that students will
have a buddy in the lower grades that they will
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stay with throughout the rest of their time at MIS.
The students will do small activities at school
with each other and go to mass from time to
time as well as pray for each other. | think this
is a very exciting addition to our religion and
spiritual program and the students are looking
to forward to making new friends.

Manna Program Updates

The MIS Manna Program is a way to earn money
for our school by shopping at certain grocery
stores. We can earn money by using the grocery
stores’ shopping card or in Target's case, their
credit card, each time we swipe their card.

During the Back to School Prep day, there were
about 150 eager Kroger shoppers that said they
wanted to sign up for the store’s Neighbor to
Neighbor Donation Program. However, it came
to our attention during the application process
that our school could not participate in this since
we are already involved in Kroger's gift card
program (Scrip). Since we make much more
money with Kroger scrip than we could through
the Neighbor to Neighbor program, we are going
to stick with scrip. So, the way you Kroger
shoppers can help is to make sure you are using
your Kroger reloadable card EVERY time you
shop for groceries so we can earn 5% of your
purchase! If you don't currently use the Kroger
scrip card, START NOW!

For you Tom Thumb shoppers, make sure your
reward card is linked to Mary Immaculate School
through their Good Neighbor Program and every
time you make a purchase using your reward
card, the total purchase will be automatically
credited to our school.
